When you are stuck in your research:
1) Re-Read your notes 

2) Ask questions:

a. Who else is involved?

b. What effects did this event have?

c. Were there other factors that caused it to happen?

d. What did it look like, sound like, smell like, taste like, feel like?

e. How did the people involved feel about it? What did they think?

f. Why is it important to people today?

3) Make connections:
a. What other event does this remind you of?

b. Has something similar happened to you or someone you know?
c. Have you ever felt the same way these people did?

4) Search from a new angle or perspective:
a. What other key words are connected to the topic?

b. What are other names or words used to describe the topic?

c. Add a specific detail to the topic- ex: elephant- Asian elephant- Asian elephant calf
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
