Adding Citations
When first introducing a source, be sure to include the author and the book title/article title/website.
· Example: According to Angela Gluck Wood, the author of the book Holocaust, “The young, sick, or old faced immediate death” (249).

· Notice…

· that I included the author and book title in italics. An article title would be in “quotation marks”

· the quote has quotation marks

· the page number is in parentheses, and the ending punctuation comes after the parentheses

When using a quote from a source already introduced earlier on.
· Example: Glasses, jewelry, shoes, etc. were taken by Nazi guards (Gluck Wood, 250).

· Notice…

· that I did not copy it directly, but I am still using information I got from a source – so there are no quotation marks, because I put the information in my own words

· at the end, I include the author’s last name, and page number in parentheses – punctuation goes after
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
