3x5 Note Card Note Taking Strategy


· Go over the 3 parts of a note card: source, fact/quote, and explanation
· source: article title, book/magazine it’s from, and the author

· fact/quote: a fact or quote pulled directly from the text (with page number)
· explanation: using an “explanation” sentence starter, this is where you use your own words to explain the quote, explain what its saying, and give other details to the reader…always using your own words

· set up notecard with source at the top and # the card (if it is the 2nd card, you only use the title of the article)

· begin reading text

· when you come across something that answers your focus, or refers to what you are researching, you write the quote down. 

· Then you turn the card over and explain in your own words what that means.

· set up another card

· continue reading…
